Kaew Chao Chom flower (common name: Lignum Vitae; scientific name: Guaiacum Officinale L. is the symbolic flower of Suan Sunadha which King Rama V brought back from Java.  The flower has five blue-violet petals with yellow pollen; and the leaf is orange jasmine-like but more round.
